Dear beautiful learning minds,

Before I set on to write my formal note for the school's Annual Magazine I would dare to tell
that it would be going much beyond the gates of formal happy message note. Connecting to the fact
that this Annual Magazine of almost 80 pages or more is not going to just merely decorate the shelves
of the Library in a number of 1 or 2 but will outreach more than 800 young budding minds. I will
audaciously but with brutal honesty comment, propound, preach and also suggest many key points
and hard facts that our Ladakhi Schooling and education receiving youth needs to potentially realize.
We need to see that the education received by these young people, facilitates and empowers them to
understand the world around them and the talent within, so that they can become fulfilled
individuals and active compassionate citizens. I very relevantly would like to quote these lines - “If all
were to be kings and queens there would be no Kingdom to rule on.” Meaning to say that we all
cannot be on the top! Children are born with different amount of intelligence and so naturally some
do well and some don't. The ones who are brilliant go on to earn high credentials which qualify them
to achieve well paid professional jobs. On the other side there will be many who will not do very well,
some will even fail or drop out! This category of children face the conditions of being trapped, baffled,
stranded and stagnant... (in the case of Leh). This is the dark spot of problems for many of our present
youth, their world comes to a halt where they find themselves, limited to choices of the livelihood and
life skills. One of them is a easier pursuit to life... is the touristic taxi driver. Second also a rosy option
of an over rated job of tourist guide. These options of livelihood have picked up great momentum in
Leh with the influx of tourism. There is certainly no judgments that is being passed but a helpful

reminder.

Dear youth, this is not where we are heading to.... our fore fathers have left a legacy of our
breed being humble, industrious and keepers of our self respect at the same time. Let the character
traits, running in our blood, surface and motivate us to consciously opt for more skillful, sustainable
and income generating options. Such as woodcarvers, plumbers and electrician (I consider these
professionals are the highly paid people as per Ladakhi trends and statistics and unfortunately none a
Ladakhi, I am sure many will agree with me). So its never too late... to turn on the power of a truly
responsible person and make the right choice and own your toolkit! I highly recomend and suggest

the above lucrative options for the ones who are academically not bright but have brighter alternative

life skill!

Another important fact that I would like to highlight in the form of an idiomatic expression is



“The grass is greener on the other side” and based on this insight it is quite natural and obvious for all our young
people to be inquisitive, restless and earnest to explore the greener pastures and step out of home bounds to pursue
higher education. In this transition students seem to loose it and some even get strayed, this might be because of what
we call a shift of culture, sudden exposure at a large scale or blame the ever complicating and demanding idea of
modernisation. I considerately insist to all the young people to of course broaden your horizons and empower
yourselves but return back as proud Ladakhis rooted in humility, surcharged with due respect for the elder and love for

the young ones and having imbibed a great sense of belonging to our culture, heritage and native land-Ladakh!

I have spent nearly a decade and a half (16 years) working with students in education. Along the way I have
being inspired and empowered by many extra ordinary people in my life. They are as they say too many to thank
individually but my teachers at school, in particular played the great guiding and motivating force. The scale of my
debt becomes immeasurable as they played the vital, oxygen, water and sunlight in my life! Here is another point I
want to strongly advocate as to how impactful a teacher can be in sculpturing and shaping a child's mind and life
forever. A great teacher understands that it is not enough to know the disciple. Their job is not to teach subjects, it is to
teach to students! They need to engage, inspire and enthuse students by creating conditions in which these students
will want to learn. When they do that their students will most certainly exceed their own exception and every one's

too. Great teachers! achieve results by bringing the best out in their students... and they do it by going an extra mile!

Lastly, let education not just be a formal literacy campaign... to meet the inevitable demand of time, but let us
all together achieve the real goal of true education i.e to be - “ethically strong, mentally sound, culturally rooted,
