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The school has grown to 705 students
with more girls than boys.

Students study in formal classes
according to a curriculum set down
by the Jammu and Kashmir State
Board of Education. They also
participate in extra curricular
activities such as sports, culture
shows and kung fu.

Druk White Lotus School arranges a big annual ‘'meet'
between 12 local schools, the Kurman Gyalmo
Inter-school Literary Fest. It includes debate, quiz, art,
creative writing and elocution. The ‘Best School
(junior)' prize was awarded to Druk White Lotus
School.

Rancho’s School

The initial batch of students matriculated with an overall pass
rate of 93 per cent. All went on to further education.

In 2013 two IT-suites, a residential courtyard for 88 students
and facilities for the School Managing Committee were built.

A 1Tkm mudslide defence wall was completed and the school is
overcoming the 2010 mudslide devastation by creating a lush,
green Dragon Garden learning environment on the campus.
